UK Government spending: Where does the money go?

The UK Government spends about $500 billion each year. The chart shows what all this
money is spent on. You can see that there are eight areas altogether. The biggest part - about 28
per cent of the total - goes on social security. This is almost twice the amount spent on health
care, which accounts for around 16 per cent of all government spending. After health care comes
education. Schools, colleges and universities take about 13 per cent of all the money that the
government spends.
