How important is an individual’s diet to his or her health? Researchers often look at
Asian countries, where rates for cancer and heart diseases are notably lower than in Western
countries. Research indicates that death from cancer and heart disease is relatively high in
Western countries and the United States, where people eat foods with a high fat content.

The scientists from the USA, Britain and China undertook the most extensive nutritional
research.
